Skip Sensbach received his Bachelor’s degree in Visual Communication and worked as an award winning graphic designer in New Jersey. After moving to Pennsylvania in 1994 Sensbach began working in clay. He opened Green Dog Pottery in Dallas Pennsylvania in 1998. His studio work focuses on functional clay work as well as teaching. In 2010, he received a MFA in Clay from Marywood University in Scranton Pennsylvania. It was during the MFA program that he started to concentrate on sculptural expressions mixing clay with other materials, such as wood, steel and stone. He was the 2010 winner of the Ruanne Graduate Award for Artistic Excellence.
